ARTICLE I

ARTICLE ii
OFFICE

SECTION1 The name of the Detachment of the Marine Corps League is the Allan Ray
Chaffin Detachment, Number 1329. '

SECTION 2  The principal place of business of the Allan Ray thafﬁn Detachment,
Marine Corps League shall be Calhoun County, AL.

SECTION3  The Allen Ray Chaffin Detachment shall have a permanent mailing address
which does not change with a change of officers. This address shall be
furnished to the National and Department Commandants offices.

ARTICLE il
AFFILIATION

SECTION 1 The Allen Ray Chaffin Detachment shall be a member of the Marine Corps
League and shall be entitles to representation therein as provided in the
National Constitution and Bylaws. :

SECTION 2 The Allen Ray Chaffin Detachment shall take no actions nor formulate any
* policy that conflicts with the purpose or Bylaws of the Marine Corps
League. : :

SECTION 3 These Bylaws shall be deemed automatically modified and amended to be
in conformance with the Constitution and Bylaws of the Marine Corps
League as they exist or hereafter legally changed or amended. '
ARTICLE IV
PURPOSE

SECTION 1 The fundamental purpose of the Allen Ray Chaffin Detachment is to
maintain on the local level those purposes identified in the Act of the
Seventy-Fifth Congress on 5 January 1937.

SECTION2 The Allen Ray Chaffin Detachment shall utilize its members and resources

The Allen Ray Chaffin Detachment shall establish, encourage, and be
responsible for meetings and other appropriate activities in the
furtherance of the above.

ARTICLEV
MEMBERSHIP

The Allen Ray Chaffin Detachment shall consist of members who meet the
requirements of Article Six, Section 600 of the National Bylaws.

Once accepted as a member in good standing by the Detachment
membership, that member may not be removed from the Detachment’s
roll except for cause (Chapter 9, National Administrative Procedures) or by

that member requesting transfer (Section 710, National Administrative
Procedures).

Upon termination of membership for any reason, use of the name Marine
Corps League, Alabama Department, or Allan Ray Chaffin Detachment or
any emblem shall automatically be relinquished.

ARTICLE VI
REVENUE

The operations of the Allan Ray Chaffin Detachment shall by financed by a
per capital payment, approved fund raising activities, donations, interest
and any other legal sources of revenue. The national fiscal year shall begin
July 1% in order to coincide with the National Headquarters.

The Detachment Paymaster shall receive an annual per-capital payment
from each member consisting of the sum of National, Department, and
Detachment dues. ;

(a) Dues received by the Paymaster will be distributed as directed
by the Department and National Bylaws stipulate.

(b) Issues dealing with delinquent dues will be determined and
processed in accordance with the provision of the Section 620
of the National Bylaws.

{c) Member serving as an elected or appointed Detachment,
Department, of National who are dropped from the
membership list for non-payment of dues shall be considered
to have automatically vacated their office. No reinstatement
to their previous office will be permitted.

Each member will be provided with uniform membership cards as
provided from National Headquarters. Such cards shall show the date to
which dues have been paid and shall be void after that date.

Meeting will be held each month at the time and place desugnated by the
Detachment Board of Trustees.

Special Meeting may be calied by the Detachment Commandant through
written notification to the membership, by written petition of a majority
of the active membership in food standing, or by a majority vote at any
regular meeting at which quorum is present. Notice of such special
meeting shall be not less than seven calendar days prior to the special
meeting.
The Detachment Board of Trustees shall meet as required.

SECTION1 The detachment shall elect a Commandant, Senior Vice Commandant,
Junior Vice Commandant, and Judge Advocate. The detachment shall elect
or appoint a chaplain, Sergeant-at-Arms, Adjutant, Paymaster, or an
Adjutant/Paymaster, and such other officers as it deems necessary.

ECTION2 The Allan Ray Chaffin Detachment Board of Trustees shall consist of the
detachment officers as listed in Article 1X, Section 1, preceding.
Additionally, the detachment may at its discretion, appoint the outgoing

A vacancy
in the office of Junior Vice Commandant will be filled by a special election
held at the next meeting following the vacancy occurring.

SE N5 Completion of an unexpired term by a Detachment Officer filling a vacancy
does not preciude the incumbent from being elected to the same office for
the following term. .

ARTICLE XV
MISCELLANEOUS
The Allen Ray Chaffin Detachrﬁent shall not enter into any contact or

agreement to endorse, market, and/or sell any product or service of any
organization or person representing an interest outside of the Marine




Corps League without prior approval of the National Commandant or his
designee.
